City Wins Award for Business Incentive Programs

On December 13, the City of Dublin was one of seven local agencies
selected to receive a "Turning Red Tape in Red Carpet" award from
Silicon Valley Leadership Group for its work helping to build the
economy and grow jobs through innovative government services.

Dublin received the small city award in the Business Retention and
Expansion category for the City's Toolkit for Revitalization and Job
Growth. The City received accolades for its series of incentive
programs that helped to address specific community needs,
including the Sales Tax Incentive Program, Commercial Fagade
Improvement Program, Small Business Assistance Program, and the
Sewer Capacity Assistance Program. Dublin's efforts resulted in the
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creation of several hundred new jobs and anticipated more than
$1.5 million of new revenues from these efforts.
