Thank you for your interest in proper recycling and waste sorting at (Name of Property)! We are pleased to announce that we now have green compost pails to collect food scraps and food-soiled paper for composting! 
Below is a request form for a free food scrap pail provided by Amador Valley Industries. The pail is used to transfer food scraps from your unit to the food waste carts. The  food waste carts are in (the trash enclosure / waste room / chute room). Completing this form acknowledges that you will compost the following acceptable materials in the food waste cart: 
· [image: ]Food scraps (e.g fruit, vegetables, breads, dairy, meat, bones)
· Food-soiled paper (e.g. paper towels, napkins, pizza boxes)
· Green waste/landscape debris
· Untreated / unpainted wood (no plywood or composite materials)
Keep these items out:
· No liquids
· No styrofoam
· No plastic bags or compostable/biodegradable bags
· No plastic, glass, or metal
Unsure of what goes where? Use StopWaste’s Re:Source Tool to look it up!
Organic materials are taken to a compost facility where they become compost – a rich soil amendment for farms and gardens. You may choose to line your pail with paper. Regular plastic or compostable and biodegradable bags CANNOT be used because they do not break down at your compost facility. For more information and tips, click here.
